When you have finished the Research Proposal, please fill in the appropriate page numbers for each section listed in the Table of Contents. We recommend that you convert the document into a PDF file to ensure that figures, tables, and formatting are preserved when submitting.

Note that the full application for CIRM Basic Biology Awards II consists of four parts: A) the Application Information Form (together with Subform II, if appropriate), B) the Basic Biology Awards Research Proposal, and C) the Biographical Sketches for Key Personnel, and D) the Related Business Entities Form. Send electronic copies of all four parts of the application as attachments in a single email to BasicBiologyAwards@cirm.ca.gov. In addition to the electronic submittal, send an original hard copy of the application signed by both the Principal Investigator and the institution’s Authorized Organizational Official, plus 5 copies of the full application (preferably double-sided) to:

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Instructions for Completing the
Basic Biology Awards II Research Proposal
Rationale and Significance (up to 1 page)

Summarize the context and background of the application and the specific rationale for the work proposed. Specifically identify the gaps in the current knowledge base that the project is intended to fill. If the aims of the application are achieved, state how the findings will make a critical contribution to the field of stem cell biology or regenerative medicine. 

Specific Aims (up to 1 page)

Explain the goal of the specific research proposed. Identify and enumerate each specific aim of the proposal in a concise and stepwise fashion, and describe how each aim will support the goal of this research.
Preliminary Results (up to 4 pages)
Provide preliminary data to support the concepts, hypotheses and/or approaches proposed in the application.
Research Design and Methods (up to 4 pages)

Describe concisely, but in sufficient detail to permit evaluation of the merit of the research, the experimental design, methods and techniques to be employed to achieve the goals specified in the proposal. Identify the new or risky aspects of the research, anticipated pitfalls, and plans to overcome or circumvent difficulties that may arise.  Describe the methods of analysis of results, including criteria for success of the proposed studies. If collaboration (including the involvement of a Japanese Collaborative Partner) is integral to the success of the project, discuss the role and extent of the collaborative research and describe how the collaboration(s) will be managed.
Project Timeline (up to 1 page)
Provide a realistic timetable for completing each proposed specific aim of the project; where appropriate, provide specific milestones for evaluating the achievement of each specific aim.
References (up to 2 pages)

List all references used in the body of the proposal. 
Environment including Laboratory Facilities and Major Equipment (up to 1 page)
Provide a short description of the facilities and environment in which the work will be done, and the major equipment and resources available for conducting the proposed research. Discuss ways in which the proposed studies will benefit from unique features of the scientific environment or employ useful collaborative arrangements where applicable. 
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
