 Applications that enhance the geographic distribution of training
and socio-economic diversity



Final Scoring System

= Score of “85-100"

Recommended for funding, if funds are available

= Score of “1-84”

Not recommended for funding

Applications are scored by all scientific members of the GWG with no
conflict.

Patient advocate/nurse members: no DEI scores will be collected for this
review cycle. Still piloting only in CLIN.



Review Criteria

. Does the proposed program hold the necessary significance and
potential for impact? (i.e., what is the value proposition? Will it have an
impact on trainees?)

. Is the training program well planned and designed?
. Is the proposed program practical and achievable? (i.e., can they do it?)

. Has the track record and outcomes of a prior training program
demonstrated success?
